ORC paid Barnard $375,000 last year, though the year before she received an additional $250,000 for signing a three-year non-compete agreement. ORC's board also has set up a $1.1 million deferred compensation account for Barnard.

The La Crosse Coalition for Peace and Justice would like to go on record in favor of the proposed regulations which would result in a cap on executive salaries at non-profit agencies participating in the Javits-Wagner-O’Day Program.

For executive to obtain this kind of personal profit off the labor of the blind and disabled is morally repugnant and obscene.  What is really incredible is that these executives actually believe that they are entitled to this kind of compensation.  

Many of these disabled laborers work for less than the minimum wage.  Scrooge is alive and well in La Crosse, Wisconsin as well as in other cities across the United States.  

If these executives can’t get by on $207,000 a year let them look for employment  elsewhere.  

As a federal agency with oversight of non-profits who employ the blind and the severely disabled we ask that you stand up to this overwhelming and obscene greed which has taken over at many of our nation’s not-for-profit companies.
