The Washington-Greene Blind Association is a private, non-profit agency operating in Pennsylvania; and while not affiliated with the State, it is licensed, regulated, and monitored by the PA. Dept. of Public Welfare, the PA Dept. of Bureau of Charitable Organizations, and the PA. Dept. of Public Revenue.  Any additional regulations addressed in the proposed rules would only be redundant, obtrusive and unnecessary, since the requirements are met through state regulations. 
 

 While the compensation and benefits for the Agency's Staff and Director are well within the suggested ceiling, the responsibility for establishing this limit is relegated to the Board of Directors under our fiduciary responsibilities and not another regulatory agency.  
 

The JWOD Act was created to help serve the employment needs of the blind and disabled.  The original intent and purpose of the Act should be revisted and maintained - not expanded.
